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Manila gets medical supplies, equipment from US donors

Poor residents of Manila may now avail of free medical supplies in government hospitals run by the City of Manila, Mayor Alfredo Lim announced yesterday. 
Lim said his office has just received a truckload of assorted medical supplies donated by the US-based 3P Foundation in coordination with the Rotary Club of Manila.
